This issue of Advanced in Clnical and Experimental Medicine contains the invited lectures and ori−
ginal papers presented on the Eight Polish−German−Czech Symposium „Modern Aspects of Nephrolo−
gy and Hypertension”. The Conference, held on May 23–25, 2002, was organized for the second time
(previously in the year 1997) by the Department of Nephrology and Transplantation Medicine of the
Wroclaw Medical University under the auspices of the Polish Society of Nephrology and under the high
patronage of the Rector of the Wrocław Medical University Professor Leszek Paradowski. According
to the tradition of the antecedent symposiums the main intention of the organizers was to bring toge−
ther nephrologists from three neighbouring countries and to provide them a review of recent progress
in glomerulonephritis, hypertension, diabetic nephropathy and a wide coverage of the problems con−
cerning chronic renal failure, including renal replacement therapy.
